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План – конспект заняття з теми: «Вживання умовного способу в складних та складнопідрядних реченнях»

Theme: Subjunctive Mood

Objectives: to practice students’ speaking, listening skills; to practice using Subjunctive Mood While speaking; to develop students’ creative thinking; to encourage student’s free expression of ideas.

Equipment: motto of the lesson written on the blackboard;  computer; projector; cards for the game.

Procedure
I. Introduction

T: Good afternoon, students. I m happy to greet you at our English lesson. You see nice words written on the blackboard Let’s read them. It’s a Chinese proverb and let’s not forget it. It will be the motto of our lesson.

II. Warming-up

1. And we will start with the limericks. What is a limerick? 

It is a humorous short poem with five lines.

Here are two limericks. All you have to do is to finish them off, using the words listed in jumbled order below each limerick.

2. It is common knowledge that it’s much easier to learn grammar through verses and songs. So I’d like to offer one of them to you. It is not obligatory to learn the whole verse by heart. Try to choose two or four lines which you like best of all and memorize them.

If I were a noble King, 

I would love the prettiest Queen, 

Have two princes, one princess, 

All my life would be success. 

If I were a president, 

I would sign a document, 

I would sign the fairest laws 

And give up all kinds of wars. 

If I were a principal, 

I would give good marks to pals, 

Would be honest, would be cool, 

I would build a modern school. 

If I were... and if I could 

Master the Subjunctive Mood, 

Know English very well, 

And that's all I want to tell.

T: So, the topic of our lesson is: The Subjunctive Mood. Let’s start with the use   of the Subjunctive in Simple Sentences.

The Subjunctive Mood

The Subjunctive in Simple Sentences
Present: If only I were a little taller! – Якби я була вищою на зріст!
Past:       If only I had known it before! – Якби я знала це раніше!

III. Doing training exercises with the Subjunctive Mood in Simple sentences.
Exercise 1. Express regret (unreal wish) for the following present and future events.
Example:

Student 1: What a pity we don't go home earlier today! 

Student 2: If only we went home earlier today! (Things would be dif​ferent then.) 
Student 1: What a pity we have no money!

Student 2: If only we had money!

Student 1: Nick is always like that. 
Student 2: If only Nick were not always like that.
Student 1: I don't know how to unlock the door.
Student 2: If only I knew how to unlock the door.
Student 1: Unfortunately, the weather is so hot.
Student 2: If only the weather were not so hot.
Student 1: I am sorry I cannot do it for you right now.
Student 2: If only I could do it for you right now.
Exercise 2. Express regret (unreal wish) for the following past events. 

Example:
Student 1: I went home earlier yesterday.

Student 2: If only you hadn't gone home earlier yesterday! 
Student 1: I didn't know the answer.
Student 2:  If only I had known the answer.

Student 1: Unfortunately, I spent all your money.

Student 2:  If only I hadn’t spent all your money.

Student 1:  It is a pity, Nick didn't see us.

Student 2:  If only Peter had seen us.

Student 1:  You spoke very rudely to Ann.

Student 2:  If only we hadn’t spoken very rudely to Ann.
Student 1: I didn't know what to tell.

Student 2:  If only I had known what to tell.

IV. Doing training exercises with the Subjunctive Mood in the Subordinate Clause after Wish.
The Subjunctive in the Subordinate Clause after Wish
Present: I wish it were summer now. – Шкода, що зараз не літо.

I wish it were not raining. – Шкода, що зараз іде дощ.

Past:      I wish I had known about this yesterday. – Шкода, що я  не знав про це вчора.

  I wish I hadn’t wasted so much time last night. – Шкода, що я марно витратив так багато часу вчора ввечері. 
Exercise 3. Respond to the following remarks expressing your unreal wish. Say two sentences in reply if possible. 

Example:

Student 1: You have the "Panasonic" tape recorder, but you want to have the one called "Sharp". 
Student 2: I wish I had the "Sharp" tape recorder. It is much better, more reliable and the sound is better, too.
Student 1: It is winter (spring) now, but you like summer very much. 

Student 2: I wish it were summer now. I like summer because of summer sports.
Student 1: You have one brother, but you want to have two. 

Student 2: I wish I had two brothers. I like big families.
Student 1: It is spring now, but Alice likes winter very much. 

Student 2: "Alice wishes it were winter now. She is fond of winter sports.
Student 1: Bill is fifteen and he wants to be eigh​teen. 

Student 2: Bill wishes he were eighteen. He wants to finish school and be a student.
Student 1: Alice has black hair, but she likes blonds.

Student 2: Alice wishes she had blond hair. She likes blonds very much.
Exercise 4. Respond to the following remarks. 
Example:

Student 1: The weather was nasty yesterday. 
Student: I wish the weather had not been nasty yesterday.
Student 1: You did not see this play, but it is very interesting. 
Student: I wish I had   seen this play.
Student 1: You were rude to Alice yesterday. It's a shame. 

Student 2: I wish I hadn't been rude to Alice yesterday.
Student 1: It wasn't Sunday yesterday. 

Student 2: I wish it had been Sunday yesterday.
Student 1: You were late for the show last night. 

Student 2: I wish I hadn't been late for the show last night.
Student 1: Nick was late for his lesson today and the teacher didn't allow him to attend the lesson. 

Student 2: Nick wishes he hadn't been late for the lesson today.
Student 1: Alice was ill last week and didn't come to your birthday party.

Student 2: I wish Alice had not been ill last week.
Exercise 5. Tell the class what Helen (or some other person) wishes. 

Example:

Student 1: Helen doesn’t speak good English. 

Student 2: She wishes she spoke good English.
Student 1: Helen always makes mistakes. 

Student 2: Helen wishes she didn't make mistakes.

Student 1: Helen doesn't go to the skating-rink every day. 

Student 2: Helen wishes she went to the skating-rink every day.

Student 1: My friend Helen doesn't receive long letters from home. 

Student 2: Helen wishes she received long letters from home.

Student 1: Helen doesn't feel happy. 

Student 2: Helen wishes she felt happy.

Student 1: She is home-sick.

Student 2: Helen wishes she weren't home-sick.
V. Doing Exercises with the Subjunctive in complex sentences.
The Subjunctive in Complex Sentences
Present:  If I knew Oleh's telephone, I would ring him up right now. — Якби я    знав номер телефону Олега, я б відразу йому подзвонив.

Past:    If you had watched TV last night, you would have enjoyed yourself greatly. — Якби ви подивилися телевізор вчора ввечері, ви б отримали велике задоволення.

Exercise 6.  Correct these wrong statements as shown in the example.

Teacher: Cyril is making a recording, isn’t he? 
Student: No, Cyril is not making a recording. If he were making a recording, he would have the microphone in front of him.

 Teacher: Cyril is listening to the tape, is that so?
Student: No, Cyril is not listening to the tape. If he were listening to the tape, he would have the head-phones over 
his ears.
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Teacher: Cyril is cleaning his teeth.
Student: No, Cyril is not cleaning his teeth. If he were cleaning his 
teeth, he would have his tooth-brush in his hand.
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Teacher: Cyril is having his first course, 
he is eating soup, isn’t he?
Student: No, Cyril is not eating soup. If he were 
eating soup, he would have a plate in front of him.

Exercise 7. Respond to the following remarks expressing your un​real wish and say what would happen if it could be realized. 

Example:

Student 1: Your teacher speaks very fast and you cannot understand her very well. 

Student 2: I wish our teacher spoke not so fast. If she spoke slower, I could (would) understand her much better. 
Student 1: It is winter now. 

Student 2: I wish it were summer now. If it were summer now, we would have our holidays and could go to the camp.

Student 1: Your friend is very short. 

Student 2: I wish my friend were taller. If he were taller, he would look very handsome indeed.

Student 1: It is very cold outside. 

Student 2: I wish it were warm outside. If it were warm, I could wear my new summer coat.

Student 1: The weather will not be fine tomorrow. 

Student: I wish the weather were fine tomorrow. If the weather were fine, we would go down to the country.

Teacher 2: You will not be nineteen next year.

Student 1: I wish I were nineteen next year. If I were nineteen next year, I would finish college and try to enter the University.

Exercise 8. Respond to the following remarks. Express the unreal wish and what would have happened if it could have been realized. 

Example:

Student 1: The weather was nasty yesterday.

Student 2: I wish the weather hadn't been nasty yesterday. If it had been fine, we would have gone down to the country.

Student 1: You were late for the show last night. 

Student 2: I wish I hadn't been late for the show last night. If I hadn't been late for the show last night, I would not have missed the first act which is the most interesting one.

Student 1: Alice was ill last week and didn't come to your birthday party. 

Student 2: I wish Alice had not been ill last week. If she had not been ill, she would have come to your birthday party.
Student 1: You didn't have enough money on you when you saw that book in the shop. 

Student 2: I wish I had had enough money on me when I was in the shop. If I had had enough money, I would have bought that book.
Student 1: You didn't have an extra ticket to the theatre last night. 
Student 2: I wish I had had an extra ticket to the theatre. If I had had an extra ticket, I would have invited you: the play was very interesting.
Student 1: You didn't have your tape recorder repaired.

Student 2: I wish I had had my tape recorder repaired. If I had had it repaired, I would have recorded that singer.
VI. Listening.

· T: Listen to the text attentively and be ready to answer my questions after listening.

If I had time to do all the things I want to, I would begin with reading, I would read a lot. There are hundreds of books that I would like to read. First of all I would read detective stories.


After that I might read books about travelling. Perhaps, it would be better to travel and to see everything with my own eyes instead of reading   about   it   in   books.


Yes, if I had time and money, I would travel all over the world. 1 would like to go to the Far East and visit every country there. I would study some Far Eastern languages, for it would be more inter​esting to visit a foreign country when you can speak the language. Then, if I had the opportunity, I would go to Egypt. It must be one of the most interesting trips. I would like to see the old cities there. There are many wonderful things to see there. If I took pictures there, I would show you all of them, of course.


That's what I would do if I had time to.

Post-listening task.

T: Answer my questions, please:

· What would I do if I had time to do all the things I want to?
     (You would read a lot if you had time to do all the things you want to).
· What kind of books I would read?
     (You would read detective stories).
· What would I do if I had time and money?
(You would travel all over the world if you had time and money)
· What countries would I visit?
(You would visit every country in the Far East).
· What languages would I study?
(You would study some Far Eastern languages).
· Why would I study some Far Eastern languages?
(It would be more interesting to visit a foreign country if you can speak the language).
· Where else would I go?
(You would go to Egupt).
· What would I like to see there?
(You would like to see the old cities there).
· What would I do if I took pictures there?
(If you took pictures there you would show us all of them).
Exercise 9. Respond to the following remarks (the unreal condition in the past—the unreal consequence in the present). 
Example:

Student 1: Cyril did not read the books from the list he was given for his holidays. Now the Literature class is difficult for him. 

Student 2: If Cyril had read the books from the list during his holidays, the Literature class would not be difficult for him now.
Student 1: You went to bed very late last night and you are feeling tired now.

Student 2: If I had not gone to bed very late last night, I wouldn't be feeling tired now.
Student 1: Alice did not stay in bed when she was ill and she doesn't feel quite well now. 

Student 2: If Alice had stayed in bed when she was ill, she would feel quite well now.
Student 1: Cyril did not see the new film last week and he cannot join our discussion now. 

Student 2: If Cyril had seen the new film last week, he could join our discussion now.
Student 1: You did not listen to the radio last night and you cannot tell us the latest news now. 

Student 2: If I had listened to the radio last night, I could tell you the latest news now.
Student 1: Nick did not have his breakfast today and he is very hungry now.

Student 2: If Nick had had his break​fast today, he wouldn't be hungry now.
Exercise 10. Answer the following questions.
1. What cities or other places of interest would you visit if you went to America?

Possible answer: If I went to America I would visit Washindton, New York? Harward University.
2. If a visitor came to your town, what places would you advise him/her to see?

Possible answer: If a visitor came to our town I would advise him to see the Museum of Local   

 Studies and Pelaheiv Monastery.

3. What famous person would you like to meet if you had a chance? Give your reasons. 

Possible answer: If I had a chance, I would like to meet Elton Jhon. I like this great singer very 
much.
4. Which country would you choose if you decided to live abroad? Explain your choice.

 Possible answer: If I decided to live abroad I would choose England, because it is an innovative 
place.

5. What changes would you make in your house if you had enough money for that?

Possible answer: If I had enough money I would make some changes in our house. For example, I 
would.

VII. Home Assignment.

T: Your task is to write a composition “What famous person would you like to meet if you had a chance? Give your reasons”. (10-15 sentences).

VIII. Game “Cross questions and crooked answers”

T: I want to divide the group into two teams of equal numbers. I will give everyone a slip of paper. Each person of Team 1 must write an imaginative question beginning with “What would you do (say) if…”?


Each person of Team 2 must write an imaginative sentence beginning “I would …). 


When everyone has finished writing his assigned sentence, I’ll collect all the questions in one box and all the answers in another. Then I’ll draw and read first a question and them an answer. 


I hope some of the results may be very funny indeed.

IX. Summing-up.

T: Thank you for your work. You are fantastic students and you have worked hard today.
