Now you will see the pictures of different British world famous stadiums we’ve read about. Do you remember them? Name these stadiums and tell us what sports they are related to.
Presentation of the stadiums

1. OLD TRAFFORD, HAMPDEN PARK (football)
(слайд4)
Who can give us a few details about football in the UK?
(information presented by the students; texts taken from Opportunities- elementary)

The UK has four teams in international competitions – England, Scotland, Wales and Northern Ireland. The only problem is that the four teams do not usually play very well! However the British Premier League is one of the best in the world and has some world-famous clubs like Arsenal, Liverpool and Manchester United. A lot of football clubs welcome visitors. You can go to Old Trafford, the home of Manchester United. Or further north in Scotland is Hampden Park in Glasgow. It is the oldest international stadium and has the Scottish National Museum of Football.
2. EDGBASTON (cricket)
(слайд 5)
What do you know about cricket in the UK?
The rules in cricket are very complicated but if you are in England in the summer, a day at a cricket game is an interesting experience. The players wear white and the game goes very slowly – international games can last for five days! Edgbaston in Birmingham is a good place to visit; it has got a fascinating collection of photos, bats, balls and autographs from a hundred years of cricket matches.
3. MURRAYFIELD, TWICKENHAM (rugby)
(слайд 6)
What’s the home of the British rugby team?

Which stadium holds the biggest crowd?
Twickenhem is the home of England’s rugby team. The stadium tour and  Museum of rugby include a  visit to the dressing room plus audio-visual presentations. Back in Scotland, Murrayfield stadium holds the world record rugby crowd of 104.000 (in 1975) and the stadium now has its own tour.
4. WIMBLEDON (tennis)
(слайд 7)
Who can tell us about the famous Wimbledon tournament and the stadium where it’s held?
Wimbledon in London is more than just the two-week summer tournament in June. There is a museum which has the championship trophies on display and there are guided tours of the famous ‘centre court’.

5. AINTREE (horse racing)
(слайд 8)
Horse racing is one of the favourite sports among the British. Give us a few details about it.
Lovers of this sport must visit Aintree near Liverpool. It is the home of the world’s most spectacular race, the Grand National. Between May and October you can enjoy a ‘virtual reality’ ride and walk around the course.
6. Press conference on the topic “Crazy sports”
We know that there are some unusual sports that people do or play. What are they?

One of them is underwater hockey. We’ve read a text about it, do you remember?

c) Now let me introduce three experts in underwater hockey. They are very keen on that kind of sport. Ask them questions about it.
(three students come out in front of the class, the other students are asking them questions)
Examples:

· Is underwater hockey similar to normal hockey?
· What equipment do you need and why?
· Who plays underwater hockey?
· Is it dangerous?
Factfile : Underwater hockey

Is it similar to normal hockey?

Yes, it is. You have to score goals to win and you can’t touch the puck with your hands. The difference is you play underwater.

What equipment do you need?

A mask – to cover your eyes and nose.

A snorkel – to help you breath when you are under surface looking for the puck.

Flippers. You don’t have to wear these but they help you to swim quickly.

Stick. This is only about 30 sm long.

Glove. It doesn’t have to be a special glove – you can wear a gardening glove!

Swimming cap. You have to wear this because flippers often hit you.

Who plays it?
People of all ages and sizes play underwater hockey. You don’t have to be a great swimmer. It is a great topic of conversation at parties.
d) Among “crazy sports” there are some really dangerous ones. Can you name them? (e.g. rugby, hang-gliding, rock-climbing, snowboarding….)
We’ve got a girl here who is very interested in hang-gliding. She has prepared a presentation about this fascinating kind of sport. Listen to her and make notes on the following questions:

Presentation on HANG-GLIDING

1. What is hang gliding?
Well, hang-gliding….. I’d like to tell you a few words about this fascinating kind of sport. Just imagine, you are flying in the air like a bird. Would you like to try it? I certainly would. So, what’s hang-gliding? 

Hang-gliding is the sport of flying using equipment without an engine that looks like a kite.

2. Who were the first hang-gliding pilots?

The first hang-gliding pilots were the Chinese as hang-gliding was invented in China in the 6th century AD. 

3. What’s a hang-glider? What does it look like?

Well, a hang glider is an air machine that works without an engine. It is made of an aluminium frame covered with cloth. It looks like a really big kite. And it works like a bird’s wing.

4. What equipment do the pilots need?

Pilots need a hang-glider, a helmet, some instruments and sometimes they take a parachute in case something goes wrong.

5. Is it dangerous?
Of course, it’s risky. But if you have good equipment and special training it is a fascinating experience.

6. And now let’s have a look at it.
